C. Special attention should be given to the Category and Style designations so that entries will be
judged according to the proper style. Entries in categories where BJCP Style Guidelines require
specific descriptions must have the necessary information on entry forms and bottle labels.

D. Each entry consists of three (3) bottles, 12 oz., brown or green glass, free of commercial labels,

raised marks or lettering or other identifying markings that are not part of the official entry label. For

Strong Ale and Mead categories only, three (3) 7 oz. bottles will be accepted. Clear glass bottles will

not be accepted in beer categories.

Please attach with a rubber band a properly completed official bottle ID label (no tape or glue).

BE SURE that each entry has an accompanying Entry Form, with payment attached.

Entries become the property of the El Dorado County Fair and will not be returned.

Commercially produced beers or those produced at a brewery on premises facility are not eligible.
