2) Immediate back into chute all the way to the back without knocking over top pole,
3) Jog out of chute, jog serpentine,

4) Stop, Put on/take off slicker,

5) Walk over Bridge,

6) Left lead over poles and into box, stop,

7) make 360° turn (either direction) on the forehand, Right lead out of box to cone,
8) Stop. Back 10 feet, make 360° turn on the haunches,

9) Exit course.




Class 65. Ranch Horse Trail

1) Open (left hand)/Go through/Close Gate.

2) Immediate back into chute all the way to the back without knocking over top pole,
3) Jog serpenting,

4) Stop. Put on/Remove slicker,

5) Walk over Bridge,

6) Extended jog over poles.

7) Rope (attempt © ) steer, Left lead into box,

8) Three spins to the right, three spins to the left, Left lead exit box to cone,

9) Stop, back 10 feet, 360° turn on the forehand, exit course.
